We inaugurated Robotic facilities at our 
Pithampur plant in the presence of Ashok 
Leyland’s & Mahindra Trucks & Buses  Senior 
Management team. The Robotic facility will  
improve the productivity and quality of 
thermoformed parts. 

The entire conceptualisation, development and 
implementation of this project was done by our 
in-house team at Pinnacle Industries. For the 
seat frames and  corresponding structures 
robotic welding is installed with modern cellular 
arrangement,  whereas vacuum formed parts 
are trimmed using robotic facility. 
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We at Pinnacle believe that it is critical to grapple with and impact social challenges and we 

have taken the lead in developing several path-breaking products for the benefits of society.

Artificial Limb 
Pinnacle joined BMVSS (Jaipur Foot), DOW Chemical and ISRO to 

develop artificial limb. The Polyurethane foot was developed using 

technology from the Indian Space Research Organization (ISRO). The 

foot is designed and manufactured in co-operation with BMVSS, 

Pinnacle Industries and DOW Chemical.
